dressing room space for this rehearsal, so please have your dancer dressed and 
only remove over clothes and change shoes in the auditorium area. 

 
 * Check your dancer in with the Chaperone assigned to his/her class.   
 * Parents are welcome to sit in the auditorium during the rehearsal.   
 * Parents may sit in the center section/Students will sit with their Chaperones. 
 * Check your dancer out with the Chaperone once they are done rehearsing.

Please act accordingly.  Everyone must be seated and quiet.   

No food or drink in the auditorium area.

6 pm show – please arrive between 5:00 - 5:30 pm.  No earlier or later 

 
 Change your dancer into their costume, which will be in the dressing room, and 

leave them with volunteer assigned to their group. 
One person should bring the dancer to the dressing room. 

Each dancer will have a provided bag for any belongings left in the room, please 
do not leave anything in the room that is not in their assigned bag. 

Female students must have clean, pink ballet tights with no underwear. 
All female students wear their hair up in one mid/high bun. 

Students may wear light make-up. 
No jewelry, tattoos, or nail polish.  No glitter on the face or in their hair. 

Please trim and tuck ballet shoe ties. 
Please encourage your dancer to use the rest room before you leave them. 

 
Take your seat and enjoy the show. 

Dancer pick up is after the curtain call at the end of the recital.   
Please send one person to pick them up.   

Please change your dancer and take their costume with you.  
Students performing in the recital are not to sit in the audience, please do not 

purchase a ticket for your dancer

the dancers and the result of much work from everyone:  teachers, students, 

administrators, lighting designer, backstage crew, and Lensic staff.
